derived minerals. This system uses 90 percent less water, 50 percent less fert ilizer, and 70 percent
less land without using toxic pest icides. Even with these large resource savings, it  grows plants
three t imes faster.

EnviroIngenuity Vert ical Gardens come fully equipped, ready to grow healthy greens, vegetables,
herbs and fruits. The single-tower hydroponic Vert ical Garden system can be placed anywhere
there is suf f icient  light , including balconies, decks and pat ios, or installed as vert ical gardens in an
exist ing raised-bed garden. The Vert ical Garden can be moved easily, and the pots can be
removed and taken inside should weather condit ions become severe.  Maintenance and replant ing
is simple, just  remove the pots, recycle the coir and replant with new seedlings.
